UP TO $5,000 REWARD 

FOR INFORMATION LEADING TO THE CHARGING AND/OR ARREST OF THE SUSPECT IN THIS CASE 
Crime Stoppers and the Houston Police Department's Homicide Division need the public's assistance identifying the 
suspect responsible for a Murder. 
 
On Sunday, February 23, 2020, at approximately 7:55 a.m., Ronny Ellison was shot in an apartment complex parking 
lot in the 8400 block of West Bartell Drive in Houston, Texas. Mr. Ellison was able to run across the street, where he 
collapsed and was pronounced deceased at the scene. Witnesses at the scene described the suspect who shot Mr. 
Ellison as a black male who was wearing dark clothing.  The shooter was seen getting into a white Jeep and driving 
away. 
 
The family of Ronny Ellison is requesting the community's help with identifying the suspect responsible for his murder.
