UP TO $5,000 REWARD 
FOR INFORMATION LEADING TO THE CHARGING AND/OR ARREST OF THE SUSPECTS IN THIS CASE 

Crime Stoppers and the Houston Police Department's Burglary and Theft Division need the public's assistance 

identifying the suspects responsible for a Burglary of a Building. 

 

On Wednesday, November 4, 2020, at approximately 3:45 a.m., two unknown suspects burglarized a business located 

in the 8800 block of W. Sam Houston Pkwy. S. in Houston, Texas. Video surveillance captured the suspects cutting 

through the back door using a saw to make entry into the building. During the incident, the suspects stole over $20,000 

in cash from the business. The suspects fled the scene in an unknown direction of travel.  

 

Suspect #1:  Black male, 20 to 30 years old, 5’05” to 5’10”, 150-175 lbs.; wearing a hooded jacket, pants and boots. 

Suspect #2:  Black male, 20 to 35 years old, 5’05” to 5’10”, 150-175 lbs.; wearing a jacket, baseball hat and a mask.
