UP TO $5,000 REWARD 

FOR INFORMATION LEADING TO THE CHARGING AND/OR ARREST OF THE SUSPECT(S) IN THIS CASE 
 
Crime Stoppers and the Houston Police Department’s Major Offenders Division need the public's assistance identifying 
the suspect(s) responsible for Animal Cruelty. 
 
On Friday, August 18, 2023, at approximately 4:00 a.m., the animal was discovered severely injured in the 2100 block 
of Hutton St. in Houston, Texas.  During the investigation, it was determined the dog was intentionally set on fire by 
the suspect(s). Sadly, the animal sustained major injuries resulting in its death. 
 
The family of Loki is requesting the community's help with identifying the suspect(s) responsible for this incident. 

 
Crime Stoppers may pay up to $5,000 for information leading to the charging and/or arrest of the suspect(s) in this 
case.
