
   

 

WANTED FOR AGGRAVATED SEXUAL ASSAULT  
UP TO $5,000 REWARD 

FOR INFORMATION LEADING TO THE ARREST &/OR CHARGING OF THE SUSPECT IN THIS CASE 
Crime Stoppers and the Houston Police Department’s Special Victims Division-Adult Sex Crimes Unit need the public's assistance 
identifying the suspect responsible for an Aggravated Sexual Assault. 
 
On Tuesday, May 21, 2024, at approximately 3:30 p.m., the complainant was sexually assaulted in the 6200 block of Martin Luther 
King Blvd. in Houston, Texas.  During the incident, the complainant was waiting at the bus stop when the suspect approached in 
a vehicle and offered a ride.  The complainant accepted the offer, was driven to an unknown location by the suspect and sexually 
assaulted.  Afterwards, the suspect drove the complainant to a nearby gas station where they able to escape and contact police. 
The suspect fled the scene in a 2002-2004 Grey/Silver Nissan Altima with minor front end damage, no front plate and sun damage 
to the roof in an unknown direction of travel.    
 
The suspect is described as a Hispanic or Asian male, medium complexion, between 25-40 years old, 180-200 lbs., 5’08”-6’00” in 
height with wavy medium length hair.     
 
Crime Stoppers may pay up to $5,000 for information leading to the charging &/or arrest of the suspect in this case. Information 
may be reported by calling 713-222-TIPS (8477), submitted online at www.crime-stoppers.org or through the Crime Stoppers 
mobile app.
