
   

 

WANTED FOR BURGLARY OF A BUILDING 
UP TO $5,000 REWARD 

FOR INFORMATION LEADING TO THE CHARGING &/OR ARREST OF THE SUSPECTS IN THIS CASE 
Crime Stoppers and the Houston Police Department's Property and Financial Crimes Division need the public's assistance identifying the 
suspect responsible for a Burglary of a Building. 
 
On Saturday, March 7, 2026, the suspect burglarized a building located in the 3000 block of Little York Rd. in Houston, Texas.  During 
the incident, the suspect forced entry into the business, forced open the ATM causing damage, and stole money totaling $7,590.00.  The 
suspect fled the location on foot in an unknown direction of travel.    
 
The suspect is described as a Black male, 35-40 years of age, approximately 5’08”, 260 lbs., last seen wearing a white bucket hat, lime 
green knee length coat, white T-shirt, white shorts and black and white Jordan sneakers.  
 
Crime Stoppers may pay up to $5,000 for information leading to the charging &/or arrest of the suspect in this case.  Information may 
be reported by calling 713-222-TIPS (8477), submitted online at www.crime-stoppers.org or through the Crime Stoppers mobile app.
